The DRC is re-approving this for 
permits and Facade Improvement Grant.

This is a modification of the Phase one PUD.  Due to the fact that the pier buildings were 
not approved by the Army Corp of Engineers, the pier buildings have now been 
pushed back to dry land and 2 buildings formerly in the plans have now been 
eliminated.   SBER is looking for additional height to be placed placed on the building 
behind Ferndale Fence. This would increase the height by 30 feet - from 90 feet to 120 
feet.  

DRC members asked for some input on the building designs.  Members also 
suggested plantings behind Ferndale Fence and suggested going to Task Force

This property is currently has work stopped due to not building according to approved 
plans.  The property owner asked for an approval of a one foot overhanging mansard.  
The committee members were firm and insistent that the property owner follow the 
approved plans.   

The owner will follow the previously submitted plans and remove the 4th story as it is 
currently constructed and rebuild acoording to the approved plans.
