This property was referred by residents after vinyl siding was applied to an upper wall with 
visibility to the street.  In accordance with the Urban Renewal Plan (Appendix A,C.2.f 
“Resurfacing of existing brick facades with materials such as formstone, wood siding, 
structural glass veneer, aluminum siding, etc. shall not be permitted.”)  The Design Review 
Committee members recommended a natural-colored stucco covering.  

It was suggested (though not mandatory) that the rose colored stucco on the upper wall be 
painted to match the new stucco.

Decision::  Approved;  replacement of vinyl with acrylic stucco.

This is property was formerly The Joseph Center, and prior to that is was a 3 story brick 
furniture store with a modified first floor stucco facade.  The Catholic Apostolates would like 
to refresh the facade.  They will reapply stucco, replace the awning with a canvas awning, 
and spot mortar the 2nd and 3rd stories to match the existing mortar.

Awning:  canvas (not vinyl) in a terra-cotta color.
Stucco:  a darker color than the white - light tan, or light beige
Mortar: spot mortar to match existing mortar.
